The
session was marked by the presence of the
Minister of Foreign Affairs and Cooperation
Development His Excellence Albert Shingiro
who had represented the Government to give
explanations on these bills to the senators in
plenary session. First, the Senators analyzed
the bill on the ratification by the Republic of
Burundi of the general Cooperation Agreement
between the Government of the Republic of
Burundi and the Government of the Republic of
Serbia, signed on february 20, 2019 in Bel-
grade.

Secondly, they analyzed the bill on the ratifica-
tion by the Republic of Burundi of the Assis-
tance Agreement between the United States of
America and Burundi to facilitate a partnership
aimed at a transformation that promotes the
sustainable development of Burundi.

Finally and thirdly, it was the bill bearing ratifi-
cation by the Republic of Burundi and the Gov-
ernment of the Russian Federation on the mu-
tual abolition of visa procedures for the holder

of diplomatic or service passports, signed in Bujumbu-
ra on 06 february 2018 which was analyzed by the
Senators.

After the clarifications provided by the Minister of For-
eign Affairs and Cooperation Development, His Excel-
lency Albert SHINGIRO who represented the Govern-
ment in relation to these three bills, the senators
adopted them unanimously. Before the analysis and
adoption of these bills which were on the agenda, the
